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1. Main Text

Here begins the paper (font: Times New Roman, size: 10pt). Please do not modify this template. Do not number pages on the front. Do not use special characters that may cause problems during processing. Please use the Spell Checker function to eliminate typing errors. Follow this order when typing manuscripts: Title, Authors, Affiliations, Corresponding Author, Abstract, Keywords, Main text (including figures and tables), Acknowledgements, References, Appendix.
Section headings should be left justified, bold, with the first letter capitalized and numbered consecutively.
If you need to use a bulleted list it should be like this:

1.1 Sub-section headings
Sub-section headings should be in capital and lower-case italic letters, numbered 1.1, 1.2, etc, and left justified, with second and subsequent lines indented.

2. Tables
All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Captions should be placed above tables, left justified, 8 pt. Horizontal lines should be used immediately above and below the table and to distinguish the column headings from the body of the table. Tables must be embedded into the text and not supplied separately. An example is given below.

3. Figures
All figures should be numbered with Arabic numerals (1,2,3…) and should have a caption. All images (photographs, schemas, graphs, diagrams) are to be referred to as figures. Low-quality scans and drawings are not acceptable. Figures must be embedded into the text and also supplied separately. It is preferable to place figures at the top or bottom of a page wherever possible, as close as possible to the first reference to them in the paper. Captions should be placed below the figure, left justified, 8 pt.

5. Acknowledgements

Acknowledgements and Reference heading should be left justified, bold, with the first letter capitalized but without numbers. Text below continues as normal.
